11. Any other business/Close of meeting
1. It was asked why most meetings were at the Kings Club as parking is very difficult, and would it be possible to share them out?
RESPONSE: It was pointed out that in our earlier days the monthly meetings went to a different venue each month. A number of problems occurred ranging from, nowhere to hold meeting at the venue on the night due to double bookings, people turning up at the wrong venue, and people not travelling to certain venues. The reason for this is so that teams can easily play reserves when a game is over without potentially adversely affecting their league position.
