WINTER SEASON 2021-2022

4. We are firstly going to discuss this winter season going forward to get a few pointers of what we want and clarify a few points.

A. There will be a registration date of Wed August 11th 2021 7.30pm – 8.30pm here at the Conservative club.

Obviously last winter season never took place so we have a raft of entry forms from last year completed by most teams. However we will now re issue a new registration form to be completed and returned for that August meeting, as details may have changed. So each team will need to attend sometime between 7.30-8.30pm to re-register their interest. 

B. There are a couple of unclaimed monies from last season which usually go back into the funds, however due to restrictions this time will be overlooked and the 3 teams concerned will be able to collect their monies from myself at the meeting in August.

C. Could we check that we still have all our trophies within our possession, this obviously concerns summer league winners, winter league winners and competition winners.

Summer league goes back a couple of seasons:
Mon Division 1: Was won by the Howley
Mon Division 2: Was won by Tetleys
Mon Division 3: Was won by Cromwells
Friday League: Was won by the Viaduct

Winter league only goes back 9 months:
Mon Division 1: Was won by the Howley
Mon Division 2: Was won by Poplars
Mon Division 3: Was won by Chapel House
Friday League: Was won by the Howley

5. We now have a number of things to discuss

A. As you will be well aware last winter season had a reduced entry fee of £50 to help out the pubs and clubs who have had a difficult time. As long as the majority of teams here present tonight are happy to carry this forward through this years winter and accept that prize monies will obviously be halved, then we will proceed for this season with the reduced entry fee. The only teams that did not pay the entry fee (for valid reasons at the time or had them refunded)and so will be outstanding at the August meeting are as follows: 

Albion B team – Monday and Friday 
Tetleys – Monday 
Alford sports – Monday
Causeway – Monday

Are we happy to proceed on that basis?  IT WAS AGREED THAT THE FORTHCOMING WINTER SEASON WILL PROGRESS WITH THE £50 ENTRY FEE, THAT MOST TEAMS HAVE ALREADY PAID (EXCEPT THOSE OUTSTANDING ABOVE)

B. One of our long term goals was to eventually get the footer back to 7ft 9 ¼, are we all happy to progress to this for this coming winter season?

Does anyone have any concerns or objections? THE VAST MAJORITY OF TEAMS PRESENT WERE IN FAVOUR OF MOVING THE FOOTER BACK TO 7ft 9 ¼

C. Are we all happy with how the team knock out works in groups (as it is a welcome respite to league activities each weeks, and gives teams the chance to play others they do not come across in the general league)?

D. Sponsorship: SHP and Grantham flooring are hopefully renewing their sponsorship and we will be checking on GR Taylor, however Bravo Inns who were bought out by Hawthorne Leisure will not be renewing their sponsorship. This will obviously have a small impact on our activities going forward. For competitions, as long as there is a sponsor for the competition there will be trophies and prize monies for the last 8. If it comes in the future that there is no sponsor for a competition then there will only be trophies for semi-finalist and finalists but there will be prize monies for quarter finalists ONWARDS.

E. Competitions: This year due to dates there are will only be 5 competitions during the winter. In the past all our competitions have been £4 entry per player. We would like to raise this from this year onwards to £5 per player.

Does anyone have any objections to this? SINGLES AND DOUBLES COMPETITIONS ENTRY FEE WILL BE RAISED FROM £4 TO £5 (£5 SINGLES, £10 DOUBLES, ) THE 3-MAN COMPETITION WILL REMAIN AT £12 PER TEAM. 

F. Going forward, our summer league always offers the chance for teams to choose to play 501. At the moment the uptake has been minimal on the whole on a Monday night. Could all teams for next summer (although a long way off) please consider the 501 option? It will make our league more diverse if we can embrace the 501 on a larger scale. Ideally it would be great if we played 501 in the summer and round the board in the winter, however we do appreciate that this may be a while off yet.


6. Obviously all of the above will be dependent on any COVID restrictions/guidance that may be announced at any time. We will look at this optimistically and hope that things return to a more normal way of life.

7. Summer 2021

There was hopefully going to be a lifting of restrictions on Monday just gone however as you will all be aware this did not happen. There will not be a lifting of restrictions until July 19th at the earliest. You were originally called here to get your feedback on possible participation in a mini summer league. I am now going to ask each team individually who is present whether they would be still interested or not if the restrictions ease.

It may be advisable to keep to our own pub bubbles until July 19th, however those that wish to play a friendly with another pub prior to that, we will put a list up of those who are available. 

Things to consider, is it worth organising a mini summer from 19th July or do we not play officially at all until the winter season? It is up to each individual team to express their wishes now.
