2. We will now go through the fixture sheets and notes given out.
A. As can be seen from the fixture sheet Monday division 1 + 2 would have started on 11th October. As the 3rd division starts on the 27th September and we have been out of action for so long, we have put ‘Friendly fixture supplement’ of 2 games for division 1 + 2 sides. You will be expected to play these games, although no league points will be awarded. This should see all teams starting at the same time.

3. League matches 
A. You should now all be in possession of a contacts sheet for you relevant night. If for any reason you are unable to fulfil your fixture, you should let your opponent know at the earliest opportunity and also myself.
B. Format is Round the board 6 x 2 singles, 3 x 2 doubles, and total of 18 legs in all.
C. Preference of footer length.
Although we had an unofficial vote at one of our previous meetings to move the footer to 7’ 9 ¼, it has come to light whilst collecting registration for this coming season, that a few teams may not be able to field a team if the footer went to 7’ 9 ¼. So for this season in light of this, and the fact we just want to get out playing darts again, I have decided to let these teams enter at 7’ 6” rather than lose them. Officially the vote wasn’t at an AGM so wouldn’t stand anyway.

So the Monday minimum footer distance is 7’ 6”. On the contacts list the relevant teams preference where given is noted. Where team’s preference is the same the game will be played at that length. Where they are different the shorter length will take preference.
D. Preference of footer length – Fridays, minimum is now 7ft 6”.On the contacts list the relevant teams preference where given is noted. Where team’s preference is the same the game will be played at that length. Where they are different the shorter length will take preference.
E. The rearrangement of matches should be done on a date that is acceptable to the team initially being disadvantaged. It is strongly recommended that a rearrangement in the first half of the season is played as a double header in the second half at the original venue. There will be few blank weeks to play outstanding games and the couple of weeks at the end of the season if any are initially saved for play offs if required, it may be that the outstanding game has to be played mid-week.
F. Any un-played games that have not been played by the end of the season will result in the committee looking at the reasons why and then awarding points accordingly. This decision will be final.
G. Obviously with COVID we will have to see how this impacts our league activities in the coming weeks and months.
H. Food – This point is open for debate, the following is what I originally wrote a few weeks back. I am personally not sure of actual regulations, so I origionally wrote:
“Half time food has always been something that some teams look forward to, however for the first half of the season it’s advisable that teams do not serve food due to issue relating to possible contamination regarding COVID. Teams also will not know how many people will be turning up for matches therefore making it difficult to judge quantities required. This will be reviewed at the half way point of the season. If some teams have a budding chef, and they feel as though they wish to serve some food then this is entirely your choice”.
We could do with now collectively deciding what’s best:

· No food until half way in the season.

Or

· To let those that wish serve food in what they deam to be an acceptable manner.

4. Results
A. All results should be txt to Phil Smith, 07733214223, by both the home and away team within 24 hours. This number will collect information only and will not respond to questions. Alternatively results can be posted on the Facebook discussion page.
B. The text should also include the least darts from each team.
C. Phil spends his own time updating the league tables and we need to assist him by sending the results promptly to him rather than him having to chase them.
D. Any results not received within 24 hours could result in no points being awarded for that game.

5. Player registration and late signings.
A. Please register player’s names to Derek Billington, 07930248138, by 8pm on the night of the game.
B. Please note no transfers are allowed other than in exceptional circumstances once a player has played a game for a team.
C. After half way in the season late signings are at the discretion of the committee.
D. Detailed player registration sheets should be in the hands of the committee prior to the beginning of the season. 

6. Meetings
A. This is the time to bring up anything to discuss whether it is positive or negative. 
B. We are all here to make it as successful as possible.
C. Details for venues of meeting can be found on the fixture list.

7. Fines
A. This year will again see a £5 fine given to a team that does not attend ‘monthly’ meetings. The maximum a team will be fined is £20 in total, this will be taken from their winnings at the end of the season.
B. Paul Clarke is in charge of our fines section, anyone who has any issues regarding their attendance at meetings needs to contact Paul or myself (Dek).
C. A team failing to fulfil a fixture without 24hrs notice will be liable to a £20 fine, £10 of which will go to the team inconvenienced as per last season. A team that offends more than once will be liable to expulsion from the league (exceptional circumstances will be at the committee discretion). Please note that the games can still be rearranged by mutual consent without incurring a fine.

8. Friday Competitions
A. You are now in possession of the first two competition entry sheets – G. R. Taylor pairs – SHP Dennis Pucill Singles. These 2 competition entry fees will remain as they have been in previous years. Any increase will be withheld for now as we just want people out playing darts.
B. Details of each competition can be found on the relevant entry sheets. If clarification is needed on any points please ask a committee member.
C. Please note that only WDO registered players may participate in WDO competitions. Entrants will be given the benefit of the doubt on the first comp or two as to whether they are active within the league, after this players are expected to be active within the league, if they are not they will be refused entry.
D. All competitions this year will be a 5 foot 8 bull and 7 foot 6 throw.
E. The closing date for competitions will be adhered to; there are no late entries after the closing date or on the night.
F. The majority of draws will be done at the meeting following the closing date.
G. Can all entrants please note the registration time on the night of the competition. The later the start the later the finish!
H. Some of the competitions may have the quarter finals drawn on the night; this will be stated on the entry form. If it is not stated then the winner of group 1 will play the winner of group 2, the winner of group 3 will play the winner of group 4, the winner of group 5 will play the winner of group 6, and finally the winner of group 7 will play the winner of group 8. The semi-finals would then be winner of group 1/2 v winner of group 3/4. The other being winner of group 5/6 v winner of group 7/8.
I. Please note that the marking of games within a group should be by a player from that particular group. This would be most helpful as people disappear after losing, then resulting in a hold up whilst an alternative is found.

FORMAT/RULES
CHAMPIONS LEAGUE STYLE KNOCKOUT
2021 - 2022
MONDAY’S
There are leagues of 3 x 6 teams and 1 x 8 teams. 
The footer should be set at 7 foot 6 inches for these games.  These teams will play each other once, that being either home/away dependant on how the draw fell. See fixture sheets for groups.
The format will be different from that of the league. It will be 6 x 1 leg singles, then a half time, followed by a second half of 3 x 2 leg doubles. The doubles will be of 3 darts from one side then 3 from the other side (as league).
All legs will count and draws are allowed in the group stages. Away teams will have the darts in all the legs. The order of play in each knockout game is determined by the draw, i.e. the first to be drawn will play the first leg and so on
After playing each team once within your group this year THE TOP 2 TEAMS from each league will progress to the quarter-final stages on a Monday. A group winner will play a second place team from another group other than their own in the quarter final stages; this draw will be done later in the season. First and second position in the group will be decided on most points. If this is a tie then it will be decided by the result between the teams tying. If this is a tie then it will be decided by the least darts thrown in any single/double game between the teams tying for top position. If this is equal it will go to the 2nd least darts and so on. If there is more than a 2-way tie for either of the positions then the overall leg difference will count. 
The draw for the quarter finals has been done already, and is as follows:
Winner of Group 1 v Runner up of Group 3.          Winner of Group 2 v Runner up of Group 4
Winner of Group 3 v Runner up of Group 2.      Winner of Group 4 v Runner up of Group 1
The quarter-finals will be played on a separate night to the semi-finals and final. A particular group winner will host a group runner up. The games will be played as drawn; away teams will have the darts in all the legs.
The semi-finals and final will also play 6 x 1 leg singles and 3 x 2 leg doubles. The darts will be alternate, draws will be allowed. In the event of a 6-6 draw, a draw for one player from the singles players from each team will be made and these two people will play a one leg decider, toss for arrows. A draw will result in a double and bull reverse play off until a winner is found.
11. Next meeting 
This will be at the Hawthorne on Wednesday 20th October 2021 at 7.30pm. This will not be a full meeting; it will only be to collect entries for the first competition ‘G. R. Taylor Pairs’. The draw for this competition will be done at 8.15pm, so any entries must be in by then.

The next full meeting will also be at the Hawthorne on Wednesday 24th November 2021. You are reminded that a representative from each team should attend, or you will be fined £5 for non-attendance.
